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Program   The program code is a seven digit code which identifies 1 or 2-digit Division, a 2-digit office identifier,  3-digit program code identifying fund, and the 1-digit Budget Fiscal Year.
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Division   The Division (DVSN) is the first or first two digits of the program code.  It corresponds to the Division the code belongs.  The DVSN indicates the Division assigned the allocation and is most frequently used to designate a field office, or headquarter.  In this example,7 is the DVSN.
Program Assigned   The Program Assigned is the second and third digit of the Program Code.  The combination of the DVSN and the Program Assigned Code is known as the office identifier.  For this example, 745 refers to the New Orleans field office.
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Fund        The Fund is the fourth, fifth, and sixth digit of the Program Code.

Budget Fiscal Year (BFY)   The BFY is the last digit of the program code.  This number correlates to the year in which we received the appropriation.  In this example, the 4 represents Budget Fiscal Year 2004.
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
