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NURSERY STOCK DEFINITION
All woody or herbaceous shrubs, trees, plants and vines, including bulbs and rhizomes as well as buds, grafts, scions and other parts capable of propagation whether wild, cultivated or grown under artificial covering.  This definition does not include cut flowers or seeds.

GENERAL SHIPPING REQUIREMENTS
All shipments of nursery stock into the state must be accompanied by a certificate of inspection or have originated from a state certified nursery.

HEMLOCK WOOLLY ADELGID QUARANTINE
PEST: Hemlock Woolly Adelgid (Adelges tsugae)

STATES REGULATED:  AK, CA, CT, DE, MD, MA, NJ, NY, OR, PA, RI, VA, WA, DC


MATERIALS REGULATED: Hemlock seedlings, nursery stock, and lumber products

RESTRICTIONS: All regulated materials are prohibited entry from regulated states unless: (1) The hemlock seedlings and nursery stock are inspected and certified by the appropriate agency to include an Additional Declaration stating that the material is free of Hemlock Woolly Adelgid. (2) Hemlock wood products are admissible under the terms of specific compliance agreements or any shipments are accompanied by an appropriate certificate.
